TEST CORRECTIONS:
Test corrections are a “gift” that I give you that serves two purposes. 
One, it will allow you to improve your test score and therefore always benefits your grade (This is the one that you find most appealing). 
Two, it provides you an opportunity to interact with the material a second time and to correct any “misconceptions” and/or “misunderstandings” about the material (This is the one that I find most important--- you will be much less likely to get those questions wrong the second time around----like on the AP exam!). 
Test corrections must be done in my room after school or during a study hall when I do not have another class in here.  You can earn 1/2 credit back for each correct answer you submit following the test correction procedure.

The procedure is as follows:

1. Come and get your answer sheet and a copy of the test.  Test copies are not to leave the classroom and you must stay in my classroom while doing your test corrections.

2. Write the # of the question you missed and write out the question.  

3. Write the letter of the correct answer.

4. EXPLAIN WHY THIS IS THE CORRECT ANSWER.

5. You may consult your textbook, notes, and classmates for the correct answer, but you may not simply just copy the correct answer from another person’s answer sheet or test corrections.  You may collaborate and communicate, but not copy.  

6. Hand in your corrections and return the test document and answer sheet.

Example of test correction format:

3. Which molecule contains a carbonyl group in the form of an aldehyde?

a. Correct Answer (Write the letter of the correct answer)

b. Explanation (Explain, IN COMPLETE SENTENCES, why this is the correct answer)
